(WRC) consolidating our position with them, and our tenure at the Mount Climie site. Currently we are 
working through a Protocol for Mount Climie Repeater Site which essentially cements the club's posi-
tion on the site, and as much as possible protects this position. If Wellington, Hutt Valley and Porirua 
become a Super City then this needs to be in place before this happens. In order to preserve this po-
sition some historical information from the club records where provided for background purposes to 
WRC. It is hoped to have this document signed off by all parties by the end of March 2010. 
 
Field Day will probably have come and gone by the time you read this, so hopefully a good time was 
had, and thanks to Peter ZL2HM for organising the event this year.  
 
The AGM for the club is coming up and will soon be upon us - a tentative date of Friday 30 April 2010 
has been set. This year some thought needs to go into the Executive positions at the club, 
especially around that of Repeater Trustees. Neil ZL2TNG has resigned from the role and this now 
presents a good time to perhaps re-structure the role, and what is required. I see that the role could 
be split into two - Repeater Trustee Administrator and Repeater Trustee Technical. 
 
Repeater Trustee Administrator  would be responsible for Licensing, Form 10's, policing of repeater 
usage, call book updates and correspondence.  
 
Repeater Trustee Technical  would be responsible for repeater maintenance, site work (Mount 
Climie) and technical owner of all items related to repeaters. 
 
I would like to see a team of three persons, one Repeater Trustee Administrator and two Repeater 
Trustees Technical. So please consider your skill set, and see if you assist in these areas. 
 
The other role is that of Secretary - Chris ZL4CDM has decided to pursue other interests and there-
fore resigned from both his role a Secretary and from the club. I am sure we all wish him well and 
hope in the years to come he will return to the amateur radio and the club. So thanks Chris for your 
efforts and support over the last couple of years. 
 
Next months newsletter (April) will have a list of officer positions. 
 
The Big Coast 2010 is on the weekend of Saturday 13 and Sunday 14 March 2010, Morrie has al-
ready posted or advised the various operators of their posts and duties.
